· identifying who the decision maker is
· using the Principles of the COP within report – least restrictive principles
· understanding the role and responsibility of an IMCA – I provided a short sentence at the outset of the report explaining my statutory role and boundaries
· working with a client who lacks capacity

· ascertaining the views of a client – in this case my client wanted to remain in a rural area

· considering if the assessment of capacity was correct.  I agreed that the process followed had been correct and did not challenge it.
· signposting to another advocacy service – I signposted to community advocacy 
· interviewing professionals involved in the clients life to gather information about choices available
· used non instructed advocacy – including accessing past records and interviewing people who knew the client very well
· writing a report

· explored a range of options – including one to remain at home

· considered the impact of the decision on the individual client
